Starting on April 12th, 2021, in-person extracurricular activities will no longer be permitted, before and after classes 
or during lunch hour. Field trips and intramural activities are permitted, but only within the same class group. However, 
overnight stays are not permitted. 

Special pedagogical projects can continue as long as the classroom bubble is respected. If this is not possible, a 2-
metre distance between students from different class bubbles must be maintained at all times, and health guidelines 
must be strictly followed.
