On April 15™, 2019, the Minister of Education, M. Jean-Francois Roberge shared the following letter with
the Presidents of all school boards and private educational institutions regarding the modification to the
marking system for ministerial examinations.

In an effort to maintain a fair and efficient education system through evaluating students based on learning
skills that truly reflect their success, The Minister has confirmed that moving forward, students that obtain
marks of 58% and 59% in a subject for which credits are required for the certification of studies, will no longer
be raised to 60%.
