Morning Arrival:



e Daycare students will be brought to their class at 8:35am.
e  Bus students will arrive at 8:40am. They will disembark and go to their class.
e Walkers will arrive at 8:45am and enter the school on a free entry basis.

0 Grades 1 will enter the school from the Garden door through the park gate entrance.

0 Grades 2-3 will enter the school from the JR door through the park gate entrance.

0 Grade 4-5 & 6 students will enter via the main gate and proceed to the SR entrance - day care
entrance.

They will be allowed to enter the school yard as of 8:45am.

We will have staff members on duty till 8:50am to monitor the students’ arrival. We ask all parents to
respect these times.

Details will follow when you meet the
teachers on August 30 or August 31.
e (Closed Classes: information will be given to parents during your set meeting time on August 30 or August
31.
