of Montreal. Lionel was one for laughs and joy, as he says “good humor 1s the health

of my soul”. His favorite expression was, “I'm a ma-o-ron” which could have

become a meme 1n his generation. His personality traits include being humorous
and humble. After he finished high school, he attended Queen’s University, in
Kingston, Ontario, far from home. He graduated in commerce and prepared to

pursue a career in either business, sales management, accounting or finances.
